1. Hardware Part
· Identify different components (peripheral devices)

· Open the system unit

· Identify different components inside the system unit e.g. Motherboard, RAM, ROM, Hard disk, CPU, CPU heat sink, CD/DVD Drive, Floppy Drive, System busses, power supply, Video/sound/network cards, CMOS battery, etc.
· Understand function(s) of each of the system unit’s components as identified in the above bullet 
· Disassemble and Assemble system components
· Hard disk and Disk drives jumper setups 

· Using more than one hard disk and/or disk drive in one computer (i.e. setting hard disks and/or disk drives as master or slave)
· Upgrading RAM
2. Software Part

· Checking for system specifications (i.e. the use of dxdiag command and manual system specification checking)

· Install application programs

· Remove/uninstall application programs
· Entering to the BIOS setup
· Change the Boot Sequence

· Install/Load operating system

· Repair operating system

· Partition hard disk

· Format hard disk

· Identify problems with Device Manager

· Updating drives

· Perform disk defragmentation

· Perform Disk Cleanup and Backup

· Start Windows in safe mode
