Work  ethics is a set of values that are based on the moral virtue of hard work . The concept also refers to a belief that work is morally beneficial and that it enhances character . Although not every one agrees it is generally believer that a good work ethic can take an individual very far in their career .

People  with good work ethics are  seen as having certain attributes such people are seen as reliable and as having initiative . They are determined , goal oriented and desire to accomplish things . They are team players purposeful , self – controlled and they always endearour to meet obligations on time . It has been said that people with good work ethics do not  give up until the work is done . They could even forget to eat and sleep when they are focused on work   On the  softer colleagues and supervisors that you care about them  and that you have a good attitude to your work . This is even  when your work is lowly paid or when others do not  consider it  to be attractive . If  we look at successful work places, we can notice a set of values that have  stood the test of time . These  are  some of the values  that  should be exhibited by individual who have good work ethics . One of these values is honesty. Honesty is a key component of integrity a quality that ensures that an individual will not seek to obtain illegal or unfair gain . Such a person refrains from participating in any form of corruption . 
On the other side , workers who do not exhibit good work  ethics may be considered to be “ stealing “ from their employer because  of failing to  provide fair  value for the wage or  salary  that their  employer is giving them . Many  people are convinced that  hard  working  staff who play  by the rules should  be rewarded and be made to move a head .

Conversely, those who do not  should neither be promoted nor places in positions of greater responsibility .

It  is interesting to note that not everyone  considers work ethics  to be a positive quality . Inspite  of the fact that work ethic is a concept  that is generally  respected and encouraged there is a school of thought that is critical  concerning  some of the values espoused in the concept . For  example it is sometimes seen as a form of alienation from family and community . It is also seen as a form of addiction and source of family neglect . The  critics of the work ethic concept see it as having too much emphasis on work at the expense of play   recreation , time with family or cultural pursuits
