     One way of protecting yourself from malaria is to destroy places where mosquitoes breed. Another way is to sleep under a mosquito net if you are staying or living in an area that has many mosquitoes. 
     Diarrhea is another common disease in East Africa. It is spread by dirty food or water. When you have diarrhea, you pass very loose stools. You have a high fever and can have severe stomachache. Vomiting also often accompanies diarrhea. 
     To prefect yourself against diarrhea, you should observe hygiene. This includes forming a habit of washing your hands after visiting the toilet and before eating. You should cover food so that flies do not land on it. Again, you should ensure that the water you drink is boiled or has been purified in some way.
